TRANSGENDER INDIVIDUALS"

A seminar titled “Barriers to Healthcare Access Jor Transgender Individuals” was
organized as parg of the USIEF's Student Researcher Progsam af Jayamukhi Seminar Hall on
7% March 2024, The session was led by Mr. Srieam Palepu, a 2023-24 academic year student
from the University of Pennsylvania, USA, who has been awarded the prestigious Fulbright-
Nehru grant for nine manths. His research focuses on "Health Needs and Acsthetic Preferences
Assessment of Hyderabad Trans Community,”

The seminar highlighted the knique challenges faced by transgender individusls in
accessing healtheare, M. Palepy discussed issues such as diserimination in medical scttings,
lack of awarepess among healtheare providers, affordability of gender-affirming care, and the
stigma associated witp, secking medicsl help. He ch:phasiied the need for inclusive policies,
community-dtiven  heaith initiatives, and training programs 1o sensitize healthcare
professionals.

The session also included a discussion on his ongoing rescarch, which aims to bridge
aps in understanding the health and aesthetic nceds of the transgender community in
Hyderabad. Participants engaged actively, sharing insights and experiences, and proposed
actionable steps for creating a more inclusive healtheare system. The seminar concluded with
